ADK’s Buck Mountain Trailhead Stewardship Program offers a service that allows you to spend time 
greeting and engaging with visitors about responsible recreation while sharing knowledge of ADK. The 
program offers a unique opportunity to educate visitors to the Lake George area to ensure a safe and 
enjoyable outdoor experience.

• Talk with hikers about where they are going to, make sure they are well equipped and prepared 

for their adventures  
• Talk about the Adirondack Mountain Club to hikers as much as possible to inform them about 

who we are, what we do, why we are important to the conservation and preservation of this area, 
and ways they can help give back to ADK 

• Record how many people you are speaking to with a counter.
